	Objective 1
Activity 1
· Have students identify the days that represents Today, Yesterday and Tomorrow on a chart. See page 2 Of the Resource Document for a sample Day chart. 

Activity 2
· Create a Hop scotch using paper tape. Populate the hop scotch with the Months of the year.  Have students play this game by throwing a bean bag to a desired month and calling out the name. 

· This game can be extended.  Instead of having students call out the name of the month they could spell its name or identify the month by its position – This is the 3rd month of the year.  See images of a Month Hop scotch on page 3 Of the Resource document.

Activity 3
· Have students create a story (as a whole group) using the days of the week.  Have the students associate activities that they would do each day (including what they do at school).
Sample questions
What day did you…….? How many days later did you……..? Which activity did you do before you …… on ……..

Objective 2
Activity 1
[bookmark: _GoBack]Provide students with a Month of the year activity sheet similar to that on page 6 and 8 Of the Resource document. Have them fill in the information based on the current month. Then have them count the number of days in the month, and identify today’s date. Identify an event within the month: For example a classmate’s birthday, Christmas Day or the end of the term.  Then have student count the number of days remaining until the date of the event.

Activity 2
Inform students that they will be creating a Class Calendar.  The calendar should be large enough such that each student’s information is visible (about 4 cartridge papers). 
Have students record their birthday – month and day – on a card. Have students stand according to their birth month beginning with January and place their cards on the calendar.  Provided there are cards in the current month (the month in which this activity is taking place - December).  
Have students identify the next birthday in the month and the number of days remaining for that date. Have them do the same for the remaining birthdays within the present month.

Activity 1
·      Have students complete the Months of the Year crossword puzzle.  See pages 4 and 5 of the Resource document.
Activity 2
·     Have students play the I Have Who Has Month game. See page 8 of the Resource document.

Objective 2
·      Give students a partially blank calendar to complete. Have them fill in the missing days of the month (See page 9 of the Resource document). Ask them questions about the month – How many days are in this month? When did the month begin? When did it end?
·     Have students complete a worksheet where they would state the events that would occur in that particular month. Such as Christmas Day occurs in the 12th month.
Objective 2 – Birthday Chart
· Using the information garnered from the Class Chart create a bar chart (As a whole group). Which month has the most birthdays? Which month has the least birthdays? Which months have the same number of birthdays?
· Have students work in groups to gather data on the holidays in the year. How many holidays are in the year? How many occur during the school year? When is the next holiday and how long will it last?
